	Primary Care Integrated Performance Report
Donna presented the primary care integrated performance report, highlighting key metrics and trends. 
General Practice Appointments: The number of general practice appointments per 10,000 weighted patients is currently about 0.2% below plan, showing improvement compared to a previous 4.1% gap. 
LTC LES Delivery: Around 88% of practices have delivered over 76% of LTC LES targets, with 64.1% delivering over 100%, indicating strong performance for the year. 
Dental Services: Adult dental access has exceeded the plan (41.3% vs. 40.6%), and children's access is also above target (67.67% vs. 63.3%). Urgent dental appointments are slightly under plan at 91.27% but improving. 
Umesh raised a recurring dip in general practice appointments every October; Donna will investigate with Sarah Squires and Neil Holt. 
Julie asked if appointment data includes registrars/trainees and noted strike action may impact future data; Donna will confirm with Sarah and Neil. 
Amy noted the urgent dental care target is no longer applicable for the current financial year. 
Future Reporting: Next report will include year-end/out-turn positions for many metrics. 
Report Changes: Peter suggested reviewing and possibly updating report metrics and presentation at the next meeting, considering national changes and committee feedback.

	Committee Escalation & Assurance Reports 
Dawn introduced the AAA report, summarising the work of four groups reporting to the subcommittee (Optom Group did not report this month). 
Primary Medical Services Group - Peter 
Updated on the capacity and access improvement payment, noting it is no longer part of the current national contract and will not appear in future reports.
Discussed the process for incorporations and disincorporation’s, which is included in a paper to be recommended to the ICB Executive Committee.
Reported issuance of breach notices to Olive Medical Centre for not opening during full contracted hours on five occasions. 
Dental Services Group – Amy
Noted King Street Dental Practice has given notice to hand back its NHS contract.
Confirmed this hand back is being considered as part of ongoing work to address dental access in the area.
Pharmaceutical Services Group – Amy
Action initiated to remove Pharma Medics from the pharmaceutical list, as it never opened or dispensed any items; this is a housekeeping exercise required after six months of inactivity.

Capital Group – Donna
Approved district valuation officers’ tri-annual reports for notional rent.
Approved funding application for stamp duty land tax to support a practice signing a new lease.
Discussed NHS PS scheme for room utilisation using sensors; a utilisation report will be presented at a future meeting.
