Sergeant Brown said: “Lots of meetings. Going out and engaging with organisations, groups and 
individuals to inform targeting activity, problem solve and manage demand.   

“Some great examples of this have been bringing together local partners during the pandemic to 
limit the effects on Lancaster & Morecambe. Obtaining funding to expand CCTV provision and   
other community safety measures in the district in particular the cycle track and town centres.” 

What have been the best bits of your role? 
 
Sergeant Brown said: “Meeting a wide variety of people, working together, and taking action – not 
just talking about it.” 

What have been the challenges of your role? 
 
Sergeant Brown said: “Managing expectations with extremely limited resources and an ever-
increasing demand.”
